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The weeks leading up to a major often provide 
a good idea as to which players have a solid 
shot at Grand Slam glory. Nowhere is this more 
true than at Roland Garros, and as the stars of 
the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour embark on the 
four-week, eight-tournament European red clay 
court swing, the stakes couldn't be higher. 
     To further illustrate the importance of finding 
your feet on clay prior to the year's second 
major, it is important to note that only seven 
Roland Garros singles champions in the Open 
Era (since 1968) have not won a clay court 
singles title leading up to the Parisian fortnight. 
Additionally, this has happened on only three 
occasions since the early 1980s, more specifi-
cally in 1998 (Arantxa Sánchez-Vicario), 1999 
(Steffi Graf) and in 2004 (Anastasia Myskina). 
     The four-week lead-up to Paris kicks off this 
Monday with the J&S Cup (Tier II) in Warsaw, 
Poland and the Estoril Open (Tier IV) in Estoril, 
Portugal. The second and third weeks will 
showcase two of the biggest events on the 
2006 Tour calendar, namely the Qatar Telecom 
German Open (Tier I) in Berlin, Germany and

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the Internazionali d'Italia (Tier I) in Rome, Italy. 
These prestigious, $1,340,000 events will be 
accompanied by a pair of Tier IV events, the 
ECM Prague Open in Prague, Czech Republic 
and the Grand Prix SAR La Princesse Lalla 
Meryem in Rabat, Morocco, respectively. 
     A pair of Tier III events will round off the 
four-week swing the week before Roland Gar-
ros. The Internationaux de Strasbourg in Stras-
bourg, France will be joined for the second 
year by the Istanbul Cup in Istanbul, Turkey. 
     A strong favorite on the red clay this year is 
Justine Henin-Hardenne, twice a Roland Gar-
ros champion who was perfect on the dirt in 
2005, claiming Charleston (during the Ameri-
can green clay season), Warsaw, Berlin and 
her fourth major in Paris. Although she has 
been forced to withdraw from her title defense 
at Warsaw with injury, the 23-year-old Belgian 
is scheduled to defend her Berlin title and has 
been one of the most impressive players so far 
this season, winning Tier II titles at Sydney and 
Dubai and reaching the Australian Open final.

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     After having returned to the top ranking on March 20 preceding 
the NASDAQ-100 Open fortnight, Amélie Mauresmo  spends her 
seventh consecutive week atop the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour Sin-
gles Rankings. It is her 12th non-consecutive week as the No.1 
player. She spent five weeks at No.1 during the second half of 
2004, then remained in the Top 4 until her recent re-ascension. 
     Mauresmo continues her assault up the list of all-time world 
No.1 players, this week passing five-time Grand Slam singles 
champion Venus Williams and tying four-time major winner Arantxa 
Sánchez-Vicario for 12th place on the all-time list. Should she hold 
onto the top spot for the duration of the European red clay court 
swing (including Roland Garros), arguably one of her most suc-
cessful seasons of the year, she could also surpass three-time 
Grand Slam singles champion Jennifer Capriati for 11th place. 
     This chart lists the 15 women to have held the No.1 ranking in 
order of longevity, with all numbers dating from November 3, 1975, 
when computer rankings began, through May 1, 2006:

Amélie ties Arantxa for 12th place on all-time tally 
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     Another player to keep an eye on in the next four weeks is 
Amélie Mauresmo, who heads into one of her favorite seasons for 
the first time as the world's No.1 player. The 26-year-old French-
woman has excelled on red clay in the past, winning Berlin (2001, 
2004) and Rome (2004, 2005) twice each. She is also one of the 
hottest players this season, being one of only two players to have 
won three titles, including the year's first major at the Australian 
Open. Mauresmo is scheduled to play at Berlin and Rome. 
     The only other player to have won three titles thus far in 2006 is 
Nadia Petrova, arguably the most in-form player at the moment. 
Petrova heads to Europe having won three of her last four events, 
namely Doha and both American clay court events, at Amelia Is-
land and Charleston. The Russian is also one of only four players 
this year to have secured a win over Mauresmo (at Doha), and also 
beat the Frenchwoman on red clay at Berlin last year. This week, 
she rose to a new career-high of No.4. She plays Berlin and Rome. 
     Other names that will likely be featured during championship 
weekends are Kim Clijsters, ranked No.2 and a two-time Roland 
Garros finalist; Maria Sharapova, ranked No.3 but still seeking that 
first clay court final; Mary Pierce, twice a major finalist in 2005 and 
a former Roland Garros champion; Lindsay Davenport, a former 
No.1 and three-time major titlist; and Patty Schnyder, who recently 
ended Henin-Hardenne's 27-match clay court win streak with a 
semifinal win at Charleston. Also look out for Top 10-ranking Rus-
sians Elena Dementieva and Svetlana Kuznetsova, both of whom 
have tasted Tier I glory in 2006 (Tokyo [Pan Pacific] and Miami 
respectively), as well as 11th-ranked Francesca Schiavone, who is 
on the verge of becoming Italy's first ever Top 10 player. 
     A whole host of reigning European clay court titlists will also add 
to the mix, namely Czech teen Lucie Safarova (Estoril), Russia’s 
Dinara Safina (Prague), feisty Spaniards Nuria Llagostera Vives 
(Rabat) and Anabel Medina Garrigues (Strasbourg), and last but 
certainly not least five-time major titlist Venus Williams (Istanbul). 
Venus' sister Serena is also scheduled to make her return in the 
coming weeks, as is resurgent former No.1 Martina Hingis. 
     With so many names furiously vying for glory on the red clay, 
this is sure to be one of the most exciting four weeks of the 2006 
Sony Ericsson WTA Tour season.

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HUBER THE HUMANITARIAN 

It was a difficult journey to the upper echelon of the Sony Ericsson 
WTA Tour rankings, but for Liezel Huber there was no hesitation 
when it came to helping her fellow man when disaster struck. 
     Born and raised in Durban, South Africa, Huber (formerly Horn) 
began a love affair with tennis at age five when her mother handed 
her a racquet. With her family’s support, trips to the courts would 
become something more serious, and Huber ascended to the top 
spot in national Under 18 play. Recognizing there was little oppor-
tunity to make something of this in her home country, she decided 
at 15 to move to the United States, which was initially difficult. 
     “There were more opportunities, like training at a good acad-
emy. But I had no sponsor and there was little money coming in at 
first. The toughest thing was being by myself... I was still a kid.” 
     The tides turned as Huber began playing pro. She found sup-
port from fellow South Africans as well as her coach, Tony Huber. 
     With her spirits up and game well practiced, Huber began 
notching her best results on the ITF Circuit, mainly in doubles. Be-
tween 1993 and 1999 she played predominantly in those minor 
leagues, capturing nine titles with a plethora of partners. Having 
seemingly maximized her success in that arena, Huber began tran-
sitioning to the Tour in 1999, her first blip on the radar coming at 
Wimbledon that year, reaching the semis with Katarina Srebotnik. 
     Her marriage to Tony Huber in Durban on February 19, 2000, 
marked somewhat of a turning point in her career, in addition to 
the obvious life transition. On one hand, she began scaling down 
her singles commitments, citing injuries as a main contributor. 
     “I was No.20 in doubles at the time, and I knew I could be Top 
10. Doubles is just easier for me to figure out. I knew I could do 
better in doubles; it's been the right decision for me.” 
     After another minor doubles title in 2000, the South African 
quickly began tearing it up on the Tour. By spring 2004 she had 10 
Tour titles with nine partners, including her first Tier I at Miami. 
Huber also reached her goal, making her Top 10 debut in March. 
     Playing with fellow African (Zimbabwean) Cara Black in 2005, 
Huber captured her second Tier I doubles title at Rome, reached 
the Roland Garros final and had a career-defining moment at Wim-
bledon, capturing her very first Grand Slam championship. 
     However, five days after returning from the All-England Club, 
Huber's momentum took a serious hit when she blew out her knee 
playing a World Team Tennis match. She received four weeks of 
pre-operation therapy and in early August underwent reconstruc-
tive surgery. Times were tough, but managing to sneak in the 
maiden Grand Slam before the injury was what kept her going. 
     “People stopped calling, I lost sponsorships and it was very 
tough at times. But it was okay. At least it didn't happen four days 
earlier. At least I had the chance to win a Grand Slam.” 
     Her perspective was about to take a dramatic turn. Three 
weeks post-surgery, a largely immobile Huber witnessed along 
with the entire world Hurricane Katrina's destructive arrival in the 
southern United States, an area close to Huber's home in Hous-
ton, Texas. That is when Liezel’s Cause was conceived. 
     “I saw this awful devastation so close to us, and I had all this 
time on my hands, and knew that we had to do something.” 
     She and her husband provided food and clothing to hundreds 
of evacuees being sheltered at their local church, then put a family 
of eight up in an apartment. That was just the beginning. 
     “We had food and a roof over our heads, and these people had 
nothing. I e-mailed everyone I knew for help. Martina [Navratilova]

called me and said she’d send money the next day. I also got help 
from Lisa Raymond, Jennifer Capriati, Nathalie Dechy. We raised 
$40,000, helped over 20 families. There I was upto 18 hours a day, 
working with families. Anywhere they could come, they came.” 
     “Liezel is very smart, so I knew that was the best money I could 
spend,” Navratilova said. “She really stretched the dollar. Liezel is 
on a mission. It's amazing what can be done when people try.” 
     In addition to providing continual financial aid to victims of Hurri-
canes Katrina and Rita, Liezel's Cause also has other ventures, 
one of which is improving a school in her hometown of Durban. 
     “We're adding to a school in the city I grew up in. My husband 
and I are providing funds, and my father is building classrooms. 
Right now that school has 985 kids, 80 to a classroom. They just 
don't have the funds. We want the kids to have their schooling.” 
     Huber's efforts were recognized in Miami in March at “Stars for 
Stars”, the Official Awards Party for Professional Tennis, when she 
joined the likes of Kim Clijsters and Anastasia Myskina on the win-
ners' list by receiving the Humanitarian Award (presented by Sir 
Richard Branson). But for her, recognition was a small victory com-
pared to her accomplishments on the front lines of charity. 
     “It's great to be honored, but I wish more people could help. If 
Liezel's Cause can help 20 families, we can all help somebody. 
These people made my rehab easy for me; there was no time to 
feel sorry for myself, it put my problems in perspective, made me 
realize how grateful we all should be for everyday things.” 
     With her new perspective, Huber has already begun compiling 
exceptional results of old. She won her 13th Tour doubles title at 
the new event in Bangalore, partnering Sania Mirza, and so far this 
spring has already reached two finals, one in Miami and another 
one with Mirza at Amelia Island. After Miami, she returned to No.5, 
her first Top 5 ranking in six months and one off her career-high. 
     But the biggest personal successes for Huber come from 
Liezel's Cause, whether or not she's winning professional tennis 
titles or attaining career-high rankings on the tennis circuit. 
     “We're very fortunate to be athletes. People look up to us. We 
in turn can reach out to people and help them when they're in 
need. If that was the reason I was playing tennis, I’d be happy.”

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MALEEVA’S STAR-STUDDED SOFIA SEND-OFF  

SOFIA, Bulgaria - Having announced her retirement from the Sony 
Ericsson WTA Tour during the Zürich Open last October (falling to 
Swiss Top 10 player Patty Schnyder in her ultimate match), it was 
finally Magdalena Maleeva's time to celebrate in her hometown of 
Sofia, Bulgaria this past Friday, April 28. The youngest of the three 
famed Maleeva sisters was joined by several tennis stars during 
Bravo Magi, the former Top 5 player's official send-off event. 
     Held in the Bulgarian capital's beautiful, elegant Winter Palace, 
the event was highlighted by an exhibition singles match between 
'Magi' and Martina Hingis, the latter being one of the biggest sto-
ries in women's professional tennis these days, having made a full-
scale comeback to the Tour circuit at the beginning of the 2006 
season, after three years away from the game due to injury. Al-
though the crowd was firmly behind Maleeva throughout the 
match, they were also appreciative of the level of play Hingis 
brought to the table, and the Swiss Miss won in straights, 62 75. 
     “Let all of us wish for Martina to win the Roland Garros title," 
said Maleeva after the match, causing the sell-out crowd to erupt 
in applause. Hingis, a former world No.1 player, is a five-time 
Grand Slam singles titlist, but is still seeking an elusive champion-
ship on the slow red clay of Roland Garros in Paris. 
     After the singles match there was a special message from an-
other, current Swiss No.1, namely ATP frontrunner Roger Federer. 
Maleeva's oldest sister, Swiss resident Manuela Maleeva-
Fragnière, arranged the special piece and watched on as it ended 
up drawing tears from the darling of the evening's eyes. 
     “I remember practicing with you a few times and even losing a 
set when I was 15 years old,” Federer said in the video clip, which 
was shown to the audience on a giant television screen. “I am 
happy to know you. You're a great person and a friend.” 
     The event, organized by Maleeva's husband Lubo Nokov, was 
also attended by Katerina (middle Maleeva sister), recently-retired 
Spanish veteran Conchita Martínez, Elena Likhovtseva, Natasha 
Zvereva and current doubles Top 5 player Liezel Huber. Two dou-
bles exhibition matches preceded the singles feature match, pitting 
the two oldest Maleeva sisters against Martínez and Zvereva, as 
well as the youngest and oldest Maleeva sisters against Huber and 
Likhovtseva. There was also tennis earlier in the day for 29 lucky 
children, who got to hit with many of the aforementioned pros at 
the booming Maleeva Tennis Club (www.maleevaclub.com). 
     The exhibition's participants had only good words to say when 
asked about Maleeva, her career and future aspirations. 
     “Magi has always been a special friend for me on the Tour and 
it is an honor to be here with her in these farewell moments,” said 
Martínez, who is also a recent retiree, announcing her leave two 
weeks ago. “I'm looking forward to exploring Sofia more now that I 
have time and a great guide like Magi. Magi invited me and I was 
very happy to help in whatever I could. I'm excited to spend some 
time with her in her country, so I can show her mine after!” 
     “Magi is like a rebel but with a cause, something of a Bulgarian 
James Dean,” added Zvereva. 
     “It's sad that with her retirement the Maleeva name will disap-
pear from the tennis draws,” stated Katerina Maleeva, “but this 
was the right moment for her to take the next step.” 
     Profits from the event's ticket sales will help Maleeva's ecologi-
cal project, Gorichka. For more information on the Sofia tree-
planting initiative, visit www.gorichka.net.

TOURNAMENT PREVIEWS 

WARSAW, Poland - The first week of the European clay court 
swing kicks off this Monday at the J&S Cup, a Tier II Sony Ericsson 
WTA Tour event at the Warszawianka Tennis Centre in Warsaw. 
     Seeded first is Kim Clijsters, currently ranked No.2 and the 
reigning US Open champion. Although she has not played on the 
Tour since dropping her opener at Miami over a month ago, Cli-
jsters was recently part of the Belgian Fed Cup team that knocked 
off two-time defending champions Russia in the World Group I first 
round. The 22-year-old has played four events in 2006 coming in, 
her best showings coming at the Australian Open (semifinalist) and 
Antwerp (finalist). She has played here once before, reaching the 
2005 semifinals. She will face a qualifier after a first round bye. 
     Having recently established herself as one of this season's most 
dangerous players on the dirt, Patty Schnyder  comes to Warsaw 
as the No.2 seed. The crafty Swiss put an end to the 27-match 
clay court streak of two-time Roland Garros winner Justine Henin-
Hardenne just over two weeks ago in the Charleston semifinals en 
route to a runner-up finish. Schnyder faces Serbian teen Ana 
Ivanovic or Poland’s Marta Domachowska after a first round bye. 
     A trio of Russian former Top 5 players are also featured among 
the seeds, namely Elena Dementieva (No.3), Svetlana Kuznetsova 
(No.4) and Anastasia Myskina  (No.6). Dementieva and Kuznetsova 
are both reigning Tier I champions, Dementieva at Tokyo [Pan Pa-
cific] and Kuznetsova claiming Miami. Myskina has proven herself 
on red clay before, capturing Roland Garros two years ago. The 
only one of the three to have played in the main draw of the J&S 
Cup before is Kuznetsova, and the 20-year-old has excelled here, 
notching back-to-back runner-up finishes in 2004 and 2005. 
     Rounding out the seeds are Italy’s Francesca Schiavone  (No.5), 
American Venus Williams  (No.7) and Slovak Daniela Hantuchova 
(No.9). Another one to watch is former No.1 Martina Hingis , who 
could face Williams in the second round. Henin-Hardenne with-
drew with a back injury, and Anna-Lena Groenefeld withdrew citing 
a left hamstring strain (the German was to be seeded eighth). 
     This is the 11th staging of the J&S Cup. In its first seven years it 
was held as either a Tier III or Tier IV event, the roster of champions 
including two-time winners Barbara Paulus and Henrieta Nagyova 
as well as Conchita Martínez and Elena Bovina. The tournament 
was upgraded to Tier II status three years ago, with winners since 
then being Amélie Mauresmo, Williams and Henin-Hardenne. 

Clijsters leads all-star field to Warsaw for J&S Cup 

ESTORIL, Portugal - Italian rising star Flavia Pennetta will attempt 
to continue her excellent form this year at the $145,000, Tier IV 
Estoril Open, held on the slow red clay of Estoril, Portugal. 
     Pennetta, the top seed, has already reached three Sony Erics-
son WTA Tour singles finals this season, notching runner-up fin-
ishes at Tier III events in Gold Coast, Bogotá and Acapulco. The 
24-year-old from Milan has three Tour singles to her name, two of 
which came just last year at Bogotá and Acapulco. In her most 
recent outing, she helped Italy knock off 2005 finalists France dur-
ing Fed Cup World Group I first round action, falling to Amélie 
Mauresmo but securing the victory with a win over Nathalie Dechy. 
     The tournament’s favorite will face some tough opposition this 
week, particularly from the next two highest seeds, Gisela Dulko 
and Lourdes Domínguez Lino . Dulko (the No.2 seed) recently 
reached her third career Tier I quarterfinal with an impressive run at 
Indian Wells, and Domínguez Lino (seeded No.3 here) was the 
champion at Bogotá this year (defeating Pennetta in the final). 
     Rounding out the seeds at this event are Italian serve-and-
volleyer Roberta Vinci (No.4), Russian phenom Vera Dushevina 
(No.5), recent Miami quarterfinalist Zheng Jie (No.6), former Estoril 
champion Emilie Loit (No.7) and Chinese star Li Na (No.8).
